

FRESNO MET’S DOCENT COUNCIL TO TRAVEL TO PASADENA 

FOR MAYNARD DIXON AND A VISIT TO GAMBLE HOUSE
June 13, 2007, Fresno, CA… The Fresno Metropolitan Museum’s Docent Council has organized a trip to Pasadena to view Maynard Dixon: Masterpieces from Brigham Young University at the Pasadena Museum of California Art and visit the historic Gamble House on Thursday, July 19th, 2007.   Cost for Museum members to join the trip is $80, and for non-members the cost is $90.  Reservations are required, and interested parties should contact the Museum at 441-1444 to reserve a place on the trip.
The Pasadena Museum of California Art celebrates its fifth anniversary with the largest exhibition ever mounted of works by Maynard Dixon (1875-1946).  A beloved modern master of early 20th century Western painting, Dixon is renowned for painting the open spaces of California and the West in a distinctive modernist style not unlike that of Georgia O’Keeffe and Edward Weston.

The Gamble House was built in 1908 as a masterpiece of the American Arts and Crafts movement. Designed by noted architects Charles and Henry Greene, it was home to the Gamble family (of Proctor and Gamble) until 1966 when it was deeded to the city of Pasadena.  It is now renowned as one of America’s greatest architectural treasures.
