

FRESNO METROPOLITAN MUSEUM’S FIRST FRIDAY FILMS 

RETURNS FOR A THIRD SEASON

Fresno, CA… The Fresno Metropolitan Museum’s popular First Friday Films series will return for a third season starting Friday, July 7, 2006.  This year’s events will take place at the Reeves ASK Science Center at 933 Van Ness Avenue (at Tulare Street) in downtown Fresno.  These FREE events will begin at 8.30 p.m. with music provided by DJ Frank D from KFSR Radio, followed by film screenings at 9 p.m.
On the first Friday evening of July, August, September, and October, the Met will host a visually rich line up of short films and videos with the theme of Urban Spaces, with each night taking on a different aspect.  Street Culture explores how we interact, inhabit and populate urban spaces; Utopian Visions looks at the economic, social, and democratic potentials that we desire for our cities; Systems and Infrastructure investigates the services, plans, and technologies that create and support cities; and City Architecture explores the materials, buildings, and methods of construction that make our urban spaces.
