As the most important artist of his time, Pablo Picasso has had an enormous influence on generations of artists.  Among those most affected by his work are many of America’s best known artists of the modern era, including Willem de Kooning, Arshile Gorky, Jasper Johns, Roy Lichtenstein, Jackson Pollack, and Max Weber.  These artists directly interpreted Picasso’s style and used his work as a point of departure.  The exhibition, Picasso and American Art at SFMoMA brings together nearly 150 pieces by these and other Americans alongside the works that inspired them, offering unprecedented insights into Picasso’s pervasive impact on a country he never visited and giving viewers a rare context for viewing modern masterpieces.
