

FRESNO MET’S REEVES ASK SCIENCE CENTER 
TEMPORARY LOCATION SET TO CLOSE APRIL 22
Science Center will reopen in September with all-new exhibits.
Fresno, CA… The Fresno Metropolitan Museum’s Reeves ASK Science Center will close its 933 Van Ness temporary space on April 22, 2007 to begin preparation for the Science Center’s return to the Fresno Bee Building for an anticipated September reopening.  
The temporary location, formerly the home of Fink & Skopp Furniture, housed the Science Center since September 2005 thanks to a generous donation of the space by its owners, the Pilibos family.  During that time more than 25,000 people have visited the Science Center to interact with the hands-on exhibits, available to the Met through a long-term partnership with San Francisco’s Exploratorium.

“The location is prime retail space, yet it was generously donated to the Museum by the 
Pilibos family,” said the Met’s Executive Director Kathleen Monaghan.  “The Met is grateful, along with everyone in the community, especially the more than 13,000 students who participated in school tours, summer and winter camps and classes at the Center, to Steve, Lucille and Sarah Pilibos for their extraordinary generosity.”
A new set of exhibits will grace the Reeves ASK Science Center upon its return to the renovated Fresno Bee Building in September.  The reopening of the Science Center will coincide with the reopening of the Museum and its first major exhibition, Feathered Dinosaurs and the Origin of Flight.
Visitors have until April 22 to visit the Science Center at the 933 Van Ness location to view Earth, Wind, Inspire!  Earth, Wind, Inspire! features 35 exhibits that explore the patterns and forces of wind and earth, and the delight of reflected light to the Reeves ASK Science Center.  Swirling sandstorms, tornados, the changing forms of clouds, patterns of waves on seas, geysers, the inescapable pull of gravity, reflected light and other experiences replicating the power and beauty of the natural world have been gathered together in this uniquely educational and challenging exhibition.
