NEW DIRECTOR OF INSTITUTIONAL ADVANCEMENT 

Fresno, CA… The Fresno Metropolitan Museum is happy to welcome Mark Stenroos to its team as Director of Institutional Advancement.

Mr. Stenroos comes from Las Vegas, Nevada, where he previously served as Director of Development with The Las Vegas Philharmonic.  Born in Ashtabula, Ohio, he trained as a classical musician, studying singing, oboe and conducting at Kent State University and The Blossom Festival School of the Cleveland Orchestra.  His impressive resume includes notable work as Classical Music Manager for Bertelsmann Music Group’s (BMG) Direct Marketing Division and Director of Classical and Jazz Promotions for PolyGram Records, New York.  He has recently relocated to Fresno, CA, with his wife, Karen, and their two children, Stefan and Kyra.

"I was attracted by the obvious commitment of the Board and Museum staff of the Met to fulfilling their vision of delivering a world-class arts institution to the Central Valley, and - more importantly - by that vision's organic connection to the Valley and its people,” Stenroos said.  “It's an approach that treats culture as life and vice versa; an approach that allows art to be revealed and appreciated through and by the region's greatest asset, its people. That's something that's hard to find in all but the most-storied urban centers in the world, yet it all seems to be alive and kicking here in Fresno."
