


FRESNO MET’S HAVE A BALL RETURNS

AT THE BIG FRESNO FAIR

FRESNO, CA… All the golf ball filled fun of one of the Fresno Met’s most enduring exhibitions returns this fall.  Have a Ball makes its return in the Kid’s Town Pavilion at the Big Fresno Fair from October 5-16.
Have a Ball combines an arcade, amusement park, miniature golf course, playground, sporting event, laboratory, and science fair into an educational, hands-on science exhibition. Have a Ball was created in 1990, and popular demand has brought it back for display several times throughout the years, most recently with a run in 2003 at the Met.

Have a Ball teaches basic scientific principles of energy, kinetics, momentum, geometry, mathematics, and gravity through playing with balls.  Using balls as the common theme, this exhibition is a collection of hands-on experiences that combines these basic scientific principles with whimsy and playfulness.

Explainers from the Reeves ASK Science Center will teach at the Kid’s Town Pavilion, sharing tons of ball-related trivia, physics, and activities. Discover why frozen golf balls don’t bounce as well as warm golf balls, find the sweet spot on a baseball bat and learn how it helps hit a home run, or try to make a basketball roll uphill without touching the ball.
